Deanna Marcum is president of CLIR, the Council on Library and Information Resources which was formed by the merger of the Commission on Preservation and Access and the Council on Library Resources.  CLIR's mission is to identify the critical issues that affect the welfare and prospects of libraries and archives and the constituencies they serve, convene people and organizations in the best position to engage these issues and respond to them, and encourage institutions to work collaboratively to achieve and manage change.
Dr. Deanna Marcum holds a Ph.D. in American Studies, a master's degree in Library Science, and a bachelor's degree in English.  She has varied career, most recently as the Director of Public Service and Collection Management at the Library of Congress.  Before that she was the Dean of the School of Library and Information Science at Catholic University in Washington.  From 1980 to 1989, she was first a program officer and then vice president of the Council on Library Resources.

Deanna’s presentation, From "Concept to Action," will provide the library point of view and demonstrate our responsibility to consider archiving in all its forms, not just traditional preservation or digital archiving. She will also describe  the Council's collaborative project with the Mellon Foundation to create prototype archival repositories with librarians and publishers.

Andrea Keyhani is director of licensing and publisher relations at the Online Computer Library Center. OCLC is  a nonprofit, library computer service and research organization, dedicated to the public purposes of furthering access to the world’s information and reducing information costs. Its mission is to establish, maintain and operate a computerized library network and to promote the evolution of library use, of libraries themselves and of librarianship, and to provide processes and products for the benefit of library users and libraries for the fundamental publicpurpose of furthering ease of access to and use of the ever-expanding body of worldwide scientific, literary and educational knowledge and information. 
Andrea’s going to tell us what OCLC has done so far, the problems encountered, the current projects, and her thoughts on a greater involvement in archiving issues. Her presentation, "Stepping up to the Electronic Archiving Challenge:  OCLC's Role,” will describe how it is now generally accepted that libraries won't really accept electronic journals in place of print because the electronic archiving problem hasn’t been solved satisfactorily.  The question of who should assume responsibility for creating an archive is being asked more frequently now, and many member libraries think that OCLC should take a strong archiving role.  She will talk about OCLC’s Electronic Collections Online service, which provides archiving and access to 3000 journals. ECO has given OCLC the opportunity to learn bit about archiving, not the least of which is dealing with the uncertain and constantly evolving electronic data.

She has written that in order to incorporate archiving into the life cycle of digital information,  there must be changes in the technology, the procedures, and the culture of the  digital environment. These aspects must work in together to provide the  infrastructure needed to make archiving and preservation more integrated into the way digital information is managed.  She will address whether these aspects are changing.  Indeed, is the infrastructure needed for digital archiving being developed?  She will also report on the results of a survey of major stakeholders in science and technology information - primary publishers, data centers, bibliographic database producers, national libraries, research institutes and learned societies.
