From this relationship the title of the
corporation was derived, this in turn giving the name
Rumford to the thriving post-office village which has
grown up about its principal manufacturing establish-
ment, four miles from Providence on the New York,
New Haven & Hartford Railroad.

Here are located the chemical factories with their
interdependencies of repair shop, carpenter shop, ma-
chine shops, cooper shop, harness shop, one of the
laboratories, ete., in fact all the necessary adjuncts that
go to make up a great manufacturing enterprise of this
kind. Here also has been established a library for the
free use of the employees.

The main offices, packing department, printing
and binding departments (producing labels, circulars,
pamphlets, ete., used in the business), the principal
and research laboratories, with other departments,
occupy buildings owned by the company covering
more than an entire square in the City of Provi-

dence, Rhode Island.

Combine all ingredients
thoroughly, turn into an oblong pan (a
bread pan is good) which has been well
greased and sprinkled with erumbs (ad-
ditional). Bake in a moderate oven—3is0-
375 desgrees F.—about three-quarters of
an hour, covering with waxed paper for
the first 15 minutes. Serve with ereamed
noodles or spaghetti. Serves six.
